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RESOLUTION NUMBER ONE
(Approved on 30 September 1975)

EXTENSION OF THE INTERNATIONAL SUGAR AGREEMENT, 1973
WHEREAS

The International Sugar Agreement, 1973,' is to remain in force until and including 31 De-
cember 1975, in accordance with the provisions of paragraph (1) of Article 42;

The mandate specifically entrusted to the Council under Article 31 of that Agreement to
prepare the bases and framework of a new International Sugar Agreement with a view to con-
vening a Negotiating Conference for the conclusion of such an Agreement will not be com-
pleted by that date;

It is the desire of Members to continue their search for a new International Sugar Agree-
ment containing a fully comprehensive set of provisions designed to achieve the objectives
referred to in Article 1 of the International Sugar Agreement, 1973;

The provisions of paragraph (3) of Article 42 confer upon the International Sugar Council
the power, by special vote, to extend that Agreement until and including 31 December 1976,
such action to be dealt with by each Member in accordance with its constitutional procedures;

The International Sugar Council, by special vote, resolves that
1. the International Sugar Agreement, 1973, shall be extended to 31 December 1976;
2. the Agreement, as extended, will continue in force after 31 December 1975 if by that date

Contracting Parties to the Agreement representing at least two-thirds of the total votes of
exporting Members and at least two-thirds of the total votes of importing Members, ac-
cording to the distribution of votes in the Annex to this Resolution, have notified the
Secretary-General of the United Nations of their definitive acceptance or acceptance sub-
ject to appropriate constitutional procedures;

3. a Contracting Party which has notified the Secretary-General of the United Nations that it
accepts the decision of the Council to extend the Agreement subject to its appropriate con-
stitutional procedures shall be a provisional Member of the Organization until it deposits
with the Secretary-General of the United Nations, before 1 July 1976 or such later date as
the Council may decide, a notification confirming that such constitutional procedures as
may be required have been complied with; in the absence of such a confirmation by the ap-
propriate date, the Contracting Party concerned shall cease to participate in the Agree-
ment;

4. the Executive Director shall convey this Resolution to the Secretary-General of the United
Nations;

5. in order to facilitate the implementation of this Resolution, Members should notify the
Secretary-General of the United Nations pursuant to paragraph 2 above as soon as possi-
ble after the adoption of this Resolution and in any case not later than 31 December 1975.

RESOLUCION NOMERO UNO
(Aprobada el 30 de septiembre de 1975)

PRORROGA DEL CONVENIO INTERNACIONAL DEL AZUCAR DE 1973

POR CUANTO

El Convenio Internacional del Azficar de 1973 permanecerd en vigor hasta el 31 de diciem-
bre de 1975 inclusive, de conformidad con las disposiciones del pdrrafo 1 del articulo 42;

El mandato confiado especificamente al Consejo, en virtud del articulo 31 de dicho Con-
venio, de preparar las bases y el marco de un nuevo Convenio Internacional del Azficar con
miras a convocar una Conferencia de negociaci6n para concertar un tal Convenio no estard
ultimado antes de la fecha mencionada;

Los Miembros desean proseguir urgentemente con la bfisqueda de un nuevo Convenio
Internacional del Azticar que est6 dotado de una serie cabal de disposiciones destinadas a
lograr los objetivos enumerados en el articulo I del Convenio Internacional del Azt1car de
1973;

Las disposiciones del pdrrafo 3 del articulo 42 confieren al Consejo Internacional del
Azficar la facultad de prorrogar, por votaci6n especial, dicho Convenio hasta el 31 de diciem-
bre de 1976 inclusive, pr6rroga esta que serd tratada por cada uno de los Miembros de acuerdo
con sus procedimientos constitucionales

El Consejo Internacional del Azticar, por votaci6n especial, resuelve que

1. el Convenio Internacional del Azficar de 1973 sea prorrogado al 31 de diciembre de 1976;
2. el Convenio, tal como haya sido prorrogado, permanecerd en vigor despu~s del 31 de di-

ciembre de 1975 si para esa fecha unas Partes Contratantes en el Convenio que recinan por
1o menos dos terceras partes del total de votos de los Miembros exportadores y por 1o me-
nos dos terceras partes del total de votos de los Miembros importadores, con arreglo a la
distribuci6n de votos que figura en el Anexo a la presente Resoluci6n, han notificado al
Secretario General de las Naciones Unidas su aceptaci6n definitiva o su aceptaci6n a reser-
va de sus procedimientos constitucionales apropiados;

3. una Parte Contratante que haya notificado al Secretario General de las Naciones Unidas
que acepta la decisi6n del Consejo de prorrogar el Convenio a reserva de sus procedimien-
tos constitucionales apropiados serd Miembro provisional de la Organizaci6n hasta que
deposite ante el Secretario General de las Naciones Unidas, con anterioridad al 1 de julio
de 1976 o en la fecha posterior que el Consejo decida, una notificaci6n confirmando que se
han satisfecho los procedimientos constitucionales que sean necesarios; en ausencia de
esta confirmaci6n antes de la fecha apropiada, la Parte Contratante interesada dejard de
participar en el Convenio;

4. el Director Ejecutivo transmitird la presente Resoluci6n al Secretario General de las Na-
ciones Unidas;
